Kansas Legislative Update: May Correction

In May’s newsletter, it was reported that House Bill 2417 concerning economic

development and the expansion of the Rural Opportunity Zones in Kansas was

signed into law. However, while the bill progressed through the House and

Senate and was recommended by the Committee on Assessment and Taxation

to be signed into law, the bill actually died on Senate General Orders and

therefore did not become law.

One additional bill worth noting that was ultimately signed by the Governor is

House Bill 2086 concerning economic development. This bill allows costs for

infrastructure improvements contiguous to a redevelopment district (TIF) to be

funded by the tax revenues generated from within the district whereas,

historically, all improvements had to be located within the redevelopment district

or CID. In addition, the bill provides for an additional (#26) property tax

exemption for land owned by a municipality that is part of a public levee, that is

leased to a private party.

Missouri Legislative Update

Transportation: A statewide transportation sales tax proposal was passed by

the Missouri General Assembly and is scheduled for an August election.  The

timeline and some facts about Amendment 7 are provided below.

Timeline

May 2014: Both bodies of the Missouri General Assembly

overwhelmingly approved legislation that would put a transportation sales

tax measure before Missouri voters. 

May 23, 2014:  Governor Jay Nixon placed the transportation sales tax

amendment on the August 5, 2014 primary election ballot.

May-July 2014: MoDOT will work with citizens, transportation partners,

elected officials and community leaders to solicit feedback on project lists

in each transportation region. Draft project list will be released and

posted for public comment at 12 p.m., June 13. The comment period will

mailto:ryan.mckay@brrarch.com
http://kcapa.mindmixer.com/topics/16087/funding-mechanism-for-statewide-transportation


close at 5 p.m., July 3.

 

July 9, 2014: Final project list and public comments received will be

submitted to the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission

(MHTC) for their consideration and approval.

 

August 5, 2014: Election Day

Facts About the Amendment 7

Will provide an estimated $5.4 billion in funding for transportation

projects over 10 years (2015-2025)

The measure provides that 90 percent of the revenue, an estimated

$480 million annually, will go toward state transportation initiatives. Ten

percent, or an estimated $54 million annually, will be split among cities

and counties for transportation projects.

The sales tax increase �Z�L�O�O���Q�R�W be applied to purchases of medicine,

groceries and gasoline.

Fuel taxes �Z�L�O�O���Q�R�W��increase and toll roads �Z�L�O�O���Q�R�W��be implemented over

the 10-year time period.

The sales tax revenues can be used for ANY transportation purpose

(road and bridge improvements, urban and rural transit, friendlier bike

and pedestrian accommodations, improvements in rail, ports and

airports).

Every region will prioritize the projects to meet the direct transportation

needs of residents and businesses in their communities.

The regional project priority lists will be completed in June. A statewide

list will be presented to the MHTC for its approval at a meeting in

Jefferson City on July 9.

American Community Survey: Efforts to weaken the American Community

Survey (ACS) continue in the US House of Representatives where a recently

approved funding bill for the US Department of Commerce reduced ACS

funding and made the census method voluntary for American households. The

American Planning Association joined a coalition of other professional

organizations to oppose these changes to the ACS and encourage

modifications to the program to increase its effectiveness and validity. The

Missouri APA Chapter Board of Directors also took an official position opposing

the ACS changes and issued a letter to Senators McCaskill and Blunt urging

their support in strengthening this critical census program. A copy of the letter
